Heather joined the Iris Society of Australia (NS\Wdion) in 1986.

She served as Secretary of the New SouatledVegion from 1987 to 1998,
was joint regional newsletter editor with her hugb&ernard from 1987 to 1991
inclusive and was also the competition co-ordinatbrthe internationally
recognised Sydney Louisiana Iris Spectacular fr@801to 1991 inclusive.
Heather was appointed as an accredited juddbeofris Society of
Australia in 1989 and she has maintained her attatexh since that time.
Heather was appointed a Fellow of the Irisi&y of Australia in 1995 and
was Federal President of the Iris Society of Adistfeom 1997 to 2000 inclusive.

In 2000 Heather was appointed as the IntemakiGhairman of the Society of
Louisiana Iris - and she still holds that positiorthis day. In recognition of her
judging skills Heather was appointed as the firasttalian woman Overseas
Judge of the American Iris Society for Australia2@01. Heather’'s work has
formed the basis for the ‘soon-to-be published 8bciety of Australia national
judges handbook. At present each region of ISAaips its own regional trial
garden competition under its own rules. The ISA&yMedal competition is the
only national judging criteria at present — andg tthbes not cover Show judging
etc.

Heather is a senior judge of the ISA and is invdlwéth most of the training
of regional judges in the various regions of th&.1She also lectures to the Royal
Botanical Gardens, Sydney, other horticultural argations (including many
gardens clubs) in Australia and at national corivestof the ISA. Heather is also
the web-mistress for the Royal Horticultural Sogief NSW. Heather is a
member of the AIS and SLI in the USA - plus thel8SIAnd ISA.

Many of her Louisiana iris cultivars have won Ti@drden awards here in
Australia over the years, including First Placetlie Sydney Louisiana Iris
Spectacular for her CHARLOTTE'S TUTU in 1995.

CHARLOTTE'S TUTU, FROSTED MOONBEAM, LOTS OF JOY and
MOONLIGHT CASCADE have been awarded Awards of Maritegional Trial
Garden competitions in Australia. An AM Award ihet Australian system
automatically qualifies a cultivar for entry in thsustralian Dykes Medal
competition, but none of her cultivars have beeered in that competition.

| discovered iris with a passion in the r@B0's and after being a member
of the Iris Society of Australia for less than ad was asked in 1987 to become
the Bulletin Editor (a role | continued for sevesays). The following year |
became the President — a position | held for ssxydt was a period of prosperity
for the Society as we slaved at running frequespldiys and stalls throughout
Sydney to promote iris as widely as possible. Mgrt$ were recognised in 1995
when | was thrilled to be appointed as a Fellowthed ISA. | continued my
involvement in the Society and also supported #aeFal Committee of the ISA
by undertaking the role of the Australian Dykes Mletrial Garden Coordinator
for three years.

During those years, | also trained as ajudge and was accredited in 1989.
In 2001, | was deeply honoured to be appointedna®weerseas Judge of the
American Iris Society.

| began dabbling with hybridising in 1988, Huyt 1990 | became so serious
about hybridising that | found our average-sizethb@arden had insufficient
room. Subsequently we rented half an acre in a moat area about 35 minutes
from our home and there we had room to row outseedlings.

Our hybridising efforts increased annuafig aby 1995, we found we had to
start a small company, Iris Haven, in order to reaitke stock excess to our
breeding program. Demands for our iris rapidly @aged and at times now we
struggle to keep up the supply.

Although my wife, Heather, yearned for aetarange iris in her breeding
program, | loved blues, pinks and pastels and vedtdown that path. Luckily we
each developed seedlings over the years that wadstsnctive and lovely that
theyjust had to be named. Along the way, | played wWithshorter forms as there
were not many that were superb in that height raihgeess it is for that reason
that we began naming the taller ones in Heathersenand the shorter ones in
mine. We still continue this procedure as a
habit today, although many of the taller ones ataaly my creations and some
of the shorter ones are Heather’s.

Some of my cultivars have been awarded Al&rds:

HM in 2007 for LET FREEDOM RING. HM in 2008 for U&E HAMANA.
HM in 2009 for EASTMAN WINDS and
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HM runner-up in 2009 for LITTLE BRONZED AUSSIE.
LET FREEDOM RING was runner-up for AM in 2009.

My other shorter-growing cultivar, BLUE MOUMIN MIST, won the
premier award in the Western Australian regional rarden and an AM in 2008.
This is the first shorter-growing cultivar to wimet coveted John Betts Medal and
an AM in Australia. It is our premier release fasIHaven in 2009.

To date | have registered thirty, primarily shogeowing Louisiana irises.

| was an English high school teacher from3t2004 and then worked full-
time as a Literacy adviser for the State Officetltd NSW Department of
Education from 2005-2009. | have also written twoks for teaching English.
So with education duties during the week, my wedkexme busy in the iris garden
when we maintain the land and dig and pack theuarorders.

A Walk through an Iris Garden #3

Hillbilly, Country, Western and today everythingelpertaining to music and a
few things that does not, are found in the lovdlly of Nashville, Tennessee.

Before Jerry Lee Lewis did his "whole lot of shakimnd much before Sutton's
"Heartbreak Hotel", this city and state were catleel capital of Iris, believe it
or not.

Somewhere around 1925, a group formed the Nashwugl&ociety. There were
fourteen or fifteen excellent hybridizers in thegp. In the next few years five
Dykes Medals were won by them: Dauntless 1929 p€phustre 1934, Mary
Deddes 1936, Wabash 1940, and Chivalay 1945.

But, I think the best was started in 1929 at theb@dy College. When you
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graduated and was handed your diploma, you weengiwhizome also. | don't
know how long this practice continued.

In 1933, because of the efforts put forth by thisug, the State of Tennessee
adopted the Iris as the State flower, large pictumg mural hangs in the Capital
Foyer today. The mural is about eight by sixteet & purple iris. This group
formed parades, picnics, garden tours and evemhaids Queen with five
attendants. They were even given special seatbalt game between the
police and firemen.

During this time, if history serves me right, wera/én a depression; but, almost
unbelievably, some of the hybridizers were seltimg rhizomes for twenty
dollars each and many others over ten dollars,rdotgpto a 1936 flyer.

Then some of the growers gave them to homes thed oot afford them, with
the idea to have every home with Iris.

By the time World War Il ended, many of the hyhrelis had died or had
moved on to greener pastures. A couple of wellbdistaed growers had settled
in Salem, and Silverton, Oregon, and were bringimighigh quality rhizomes
although they were not from Tennessee.

Schreiner's and Cooley's, both in the Williamettdl&y and both with several
hundred acres took over the "Title of Iris Capitdldoday you will find a dozen
or more growers in this valley and probably a do2gkes medal award
winners.

Budget Review:

Treasure Helen Franklin read the line items in20&0 proposed budget, and requested
comments. The first discussion involved the 2Qidygs training revenue. To date, no
separate fee has been satisfactorily worked oubéspecially added program and judges
training to be given by Heather & Bernard Pryotanday of the Spring Regional.

Bonnie Petherham suggested adding a concrete deglliit this was not accepted. Lynn
Williams seconded the motion and the motion wasgdby a voice vote.

RVP Jeanne Plank, said that she would not regh&ebtidgeted amount for the RVP
allowance because as a member of the AlS Boandahie be attending National meetings
anyway. The RVP allowance was lowered to $1,500.

Helen Bliven made a motion that at the annual budgeeting the Treasurer supply as a
handout, a historical record of expenses for thettaee years. It was seconded and John
Stremel called for the question. An inconclusiveceorote, required a vote of hands. The
motion was defeated with 8 in favor, 12 against.

Lynn Williams pointed out that since a budget wassed at the Fall Meeting for the 2010
Spring Regional that is being chaired by ShirlejoTand Riley Probst, the budgeted
expense should show up in the expenses and revedulse item for the Spring 2010
Regional was added with the amount $6,450 undeeresga  On the revenue side, the
Registration fees, Spring/Fall Regional line iteasvwehanged from $500 to $6850.

Under Summer Fundraising, the cost of mailing regiadris was discussed. Shirley Trio
indicated that because there will be an auctidheategional with postage included in the
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amount paid, the cost of postage should not besad gs the Santa Rosa Regional in 2009.
David Cadd did point out that the cost of returningomes to hybridizers is usually paid
for by the sponsoring society/region.

Jeanne Plank recommended leaving budgets for tae@&Committee, Scholarship, Youth
Committee unchanged and for future discussioertet services was left unchanged, per
a letter received by Helen Franklin from Kitty Lae The only remaining line item under
expenses to be changed was the S.F. Flower Shdter discussing the cost of shipping
the AIS displays, it was agreed to lower the expdrmm $500 to $350.
